1. Watch your wallets and billfolds and shop wisely. When shopping, do your research and find out about
the product, who is the seller and does a warranty come with the product. This can be helpful to you in making
sure you are purchasing from a trustful source.

2. When shopping online be sure to shop on a secure website that has an “https” address.

3. When looking for the best deals online or in the local retail shops or stores compare prices against online
and your local retail shops or stores.

4.  Make sure your packages are delivered to a secure locator or pick them up at the retail store.
